III. Audience: University Administrators and undergraduate college students 
IV. Situation:    You are an English Professor teaching the Iliad.  Your university is thinking of eliminating The Iliad from the introductory classics class.  You have to teach us one book of The Iliad in an interesting way to illustrate how it can still be related to the contemporary student.  Also, you must explain the theme and why it is important to study The Iliad today.  You must select one book and god or goddess to teach to the university class.    
A. Books 7,9,15,16,17,19,22,24  
B. God or Goddess that appears in the Book
V. Procedure: (Parts A and B will count as one test grade each)

A. Create a powerpoint 

1. Give a short summary of the story. (two-four paragraphs)
2. Come up with a learning objective (what is the most important part of the book? Why?  What do you think we should learn about in this book?)
3. Quote one line from the book using parenthetical documentation from MLA format that relates to the theme. (write the three themes)
4. Picture of the god or goddess.  Description of the god or goddess. (powers, god of what?)
5. How is The Iliad applicable today?  Why should it be taught? 
6. Allusions: cite an allusion to The Iliad or The Odyssey from two different literary works.  (quote with parenthetical documentation.
7. Two difficult vocabulary words cited within the sentence.  Construct your own sentence for each and give the definition and part of speech.

8. Give examples of figurative language (metaphor, simile, hyperbole, etc.) Cite the sentences from the epic.

9. Create a five sentence study guide.

10. Include an MLA works cited page.  Each question must have a source to support the answer.  

         B. Present your findings in a conference meeting
In an oral presentation, each of you and a partner will present your findings and summary.  (This project will be done with a partner or partners)
